Computer is an electronic device that can receive a set of instructions called
program and then carry them out. The modern world of high technology could not be
possible without computers. Different types and sizes of computers find uses throughout
our society.

Computers have opened a new era in
manufacturing and they have enhanced modern communication systems. They are
essential tools in almost every field of research, from constructing models of the universe
to producing tomorrow’s weather reports.
