Education in Britain is compulsory from 5 till 16. The first stages primary school (5-11).
Children start primary school at 5 and continue until they are 11. In primary schools pupils are
taught the so-called three -RI: reading, writing and arithmetic.

The second stage is secondary school, which children start at 11. Secondary schools are
called comprehensive, they are free and take children of all abilities, without entrance exams. There
are also grammar schools which take children who pass the 11 plus exams. At 16 pupils take a
national exam called GCSE (General Certificate of Secondary Education or -Oll level (Ordinary)
and they can leave school if they wish and start working. This is the end of compulsory education.
Some 16-year-olds continue their studies in the 6th form (at school or at a sixth-form college). The
6th form prepares pupils for a national exam called -Al level (advanced) at the age of 18. You need
-Al level to enter a university. If you don’t enter a university you can go to college of further
education to study more practical things such as hairdressing, typing, cooking etc.

The third stage is further education at university or college. Universities and colleges of
higher education accept students with -Al levels. Most students graduate at 21 or 22 and are given
their degree. Generally universities award two kinds of degree: the Bachelor’s degree and the
Master’s degree. Altogether in Britain there are about 100 universities. The oldest and the most
famous of them are Oxford and Cambridge.

I am fond of good books and good music, and when I have some time to spare, I like to go to
the theatre or a concert. There are more than a dozen very good orchestras in Britain and some of
them are world famous. Orchestras in Britain have no concert halls of their own, but play in halls
rented from local authorities or private companies.

There are 2 big concert halls in London. The Old Royal Albert Hall and the New Royal
Festival Hall, which is one of the most modern concert halls in the world. Theatrical performances
are given by theatre companies. There are about 200 professional theatres in Britain. Like
orchestras, the theatre companies usually play in rented theatres, but there are several theatres which
have their own homes. The center of the art life is London. London is also the main center of opera
and ballet. In Britain the choice of films is limited to young people.

Films are placed in one of three categories in Britain. "U" - suitable for everybody, "A" -
more suitable for adults, "X" - suitable only for adults. A person under 16 years of age may see an
"A" film only in company of an adult. Only person over 16 years of age may see "X" films. Those,
who prefer to stay at home, may spend their free time, watching TV, listening to the radio. They
have many TV and radio programs to choose from. As for me, [ am a great cinema-goer. I like the
cinema tremendously. I see all the best films that are on. I prefer features films, though I enjoy
documentaries almost as much to say nothing of animated cartoons films, news-reels or popular
science films.

I usually go to the cinema for the morning or day shows. If [ want to go to an evening show
I book tickets beforehand. I like to come to the cinema a couple of minutes before the movie starts.
If there is a long time to wait I can always look at the portraits of film stars hanging on the walls of
the foyer, or listen to a little concert that is usually given for the spectators. It is a good idea, that
those who are late are not allowed to enter the hall until the news-reel is over.

I hate being disturbed when a film is on. If I like a movie very much I go to see it a second
time and besides I see many of the movies televised. I often read the paper "Film Week" to know
which films have been released and which ones are being shot. I know all the famous script writers,
producers and cameramen.

The Political System of Great Britain

Great Britain is a constitutional monarchy. The head of state is Queen Elizabeth II. The
queen reigns, but does not rule.

The legislative power in the country is exercised by Parliament. Parliament makes the laws
of Great Britain. It consists of the queen, the House of Commons, and the House of Lords.

The House of Commons is Britain’s real governing body. It has 650 members, elected by the
people. Members of the House of Commons have no fixed terms. They are chosen in a general
election, which must be held at least every five years. But an election may be called anytime, and
many Parliaments do not last five years. Almost all British citizens 18 years old or older may vote.

The House of Lords is the upper house of Parliament. It was once the stronger house, but
today has little power. It can delay — but never defeat — any bill. The House of Lords has about 1170



members. The people do not elect them. The House of Lords is composed of hereditary and life
peers and peeresses. Their right to sit in the House passes, with their title, usually to their oldest
sons.

The prime minister is usually the leader of the political party that has the most seats in the
House of Commons. The monarch appoints the prime minister after each general election. The
monarch asks the prime minister to form a Government. The prime minister selects about 100
ministers. From them, he picks a special group to make up the Cabinet.

The Cabinet usually consists of about 20 ministers. The ministers of the more important
departments, such as the Foreign and Commonwealth Office, and the Home Office, are named to
every Cabinet.

The government draws up most bills and introduces them in Parliament. The queen must
approve all bills passed by Parliament before they can become laws. Although the queen may reject
a bill, no monarch has since the 1700’s.

Law courts of Great Britain operate under three separate legal system — one for England and
Wales, one for Northern Ireland, and one for Scotland. In all three systems, the House of Lords is
the highest court of appeal in civil cases. It is also the highest court of appeal in criminal cases,
except in Scotland. The queen appoints all British judges on the advice of the government.

Political parties are necessary to British’s system of government. The chief political parties
in Britain today are the Conservative Party and the Labour Party. The Conservative Party developed
from the Tories, and has been supported by wealthy people as well as professional people and
farmers. The Labor Party has been supported by skilled and unskilled workers, especially union
members.

The Constitution of Great Britain is not one document. Much of it is not even in writing, and
so the country is said to have an unwritten constitution. Some of the written parts of Britain’s
Constitution come from laws passed by Parliament. Some — from such old documents as Magna
Carta, which limited the king’s power.

FROM THE HISTORY OF THE FOOD INDUSTRY

The food industry is a very ancient industry. Almost every branch of the food industry and
particularly those dealing with grain and bread, meat and meat products, fish and fish products, was
a well defined trade guild.

The food industry developed from the experience of . generations.

Milling and baking were well developed in ancient times. There were both private and
public ovens for baking bread. Olive oil and honey were widely sold and bought. Cheese was
manufactured thousands of years ago. Butter is also an ancient food.

The production of food, as an industry, actually has a history extending as far as the history
of modern chemistry because it was considered a part of chemical technology. Thus the book
-Chemical Technologyll published in 1870 contained the following sections: starch, sugar
manufacture, cane sugar, beet sugar, fermentation, wine making, beer brewing, bread baking,
manufacture of vinegar, and essential oils.

Let’s take some examples. In 1747 Marggraf discovered crystals of sugar in the red beet and
suggested that it might be possible to extract it on a commercial basis. Kirchhoff suggested the use
of starch for sugar production in 1811.

The food industry developed in full with the growth of the processing industries and with
improvement in food machines, transportation, refrigeration, storage and packaging.

MEALS

Three-four meals a day - breakfast, lunch, dinner and supper (or late tea) - are enough for
most people. The meals should be varied, well cooked and attractive to look at - otherwise, however
good they . are, no one will want to eat them. Fresh food is better than tinned foodl and freshly
cooked food is better than food that has been left jn the oven or reheated after having become cold.
Milk and butter (or margarine) are needed every day, with meat or fish or eggs (note or, not and).
Fresh green vegetables or fruit are also needed every day. Every growing person, which means
everyone up to the age of 20, should drink at least a pint of milk daily. '

It is best not to eat last thing at night and not to swim or take a bath just after a meal. In
order to give the digestive system time to get to work on food, it is always a good thing to pause for
thought-and digestion.

A point to remember is that most people eat too much sugar, as they are fond of sweets,
cakes and pastry/ Too much meat can also be harmful. In the 18th century people ate meat for
breakfast, lunch, tea, dinner and supper and they died early of various diseases.

The most important rule is moderation - eating neither too much nor3 too little.

IMPORTANT MATERIALS IN YOUR FOOD

Foods contain different materials that help your body to stay strong and healthy. The most
important of these are known as PROTEINS. They are absolutely necessary for building and
repairing our bodies. Proteins consist of carbon, hydrogen, oxygen, nitrogen and other elements,
such as phosphorus and sulphur. Proteins are built up of smaller units, the amino-acids. The richest
sources of proteins are such animal foods as meat, fish, cheese, eggs, milk, and such vegetable
foods as soya beans, bread, peas.

Sugars and starches, known as CARBOHYDRATES, are digested2 rather quickly and
supply energy for the body. They are made up of carbon, hydrogen and oxygen. Foods rich in
carbohydrates are fruit, honey, bread, cakes, potatoes, rice, macaroni.

FATS are also made up of carbon, hydrogen and oxygen. Fatty foods are considered to be
good sources of energy,* but people who eat too much of them become overweight. Fats are found
in butter, cream, milk, oily fish, meat, olive oil, sunflowerseed oil.

Your body also needs other materials called VITAMINS and MINERALS. They are present
in small amounts but we know them to be extremely important for the proper functioning and
growth of the body.
